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Spanish - 3rd Grade

Course Description:

Third Grade Spanish builds upon the vocabulary learned in first and second grade with more emphasis
on speaking, reading and writing. Students will understand that Spanish comes from Spain and they will be
able to connect Spanish to English through cognates. Students will be able to locate Spain and Mexico on the
map, as well as Central and South America. Students will learn some basic history of Spain and Mexico in
order to understand their holidays and influences on our country. Students will be able to pronounce, read, and
spell Spanish words by learning the alphabet. Students will take notes on the thematic units: Salutations, basic
dialogue phrases and questions, family members, classroom objects, and calendar words. They will use these
notes in partner collaboration, to take quizzes and class surveys, and write and present dialogues. Students will
participate in cultural activities from Mexico and Spain to better appreciate and respect diversity.
